Helena Reed from the Airport Noise Mitigation Office gave a great presentation at our August Meeting!  
 

Helena presented to one of our largest turn-outs yet, and offered a lot of information on the airport, as well as the home acquisition and sound insulation programs.  Some highlights were:
· The sound insulation program:  Decisions on whether an area is eligible or not are based on studies of a years worth of aircraft takeoffs and landings.  A "noise contour map" is produced approximately every 3 years, and is in the process of being updated now.  We will probably see an updated map in Spring of 2007.  If you are within an identified area and have owned your home for over two years, you will be notified.  
· Home Acquisition:  Currently 107 homes are eligible to be acquired, and they are attempting to acquire approximately 52 of them.  Offers are going out.   
· There is a Noise Abatement hotline:  732-3621.  You can leave a message regarding noise issues 24 hours a day, and someone will respond to you.  A quarterly report is generated computing data on all calls for statistical analysis.  This report is included in quarterly report presented to the Governor and RI General Assembly.  
· There is a RI Airport Corporation Web Site:  www.pvdairport.com
This is a good site for making Noise Complaints, Flight Tracking, and Quarterly Aircraft Operation Reports.
