The Neighborhood Lakewood Association met on Monday, March 15, 2006.

Our guest speaker was Kevin Sullivan, the Program Coordinator for Community Development for the City of Warwick.  Mr. Sullivan advised us on median income criteria which determines how an area may qualify for funds to improve the Neighborhood.  He agreed to meet with a small group from our association to discuss our specific goals and objectives.

Mr. Sullivan also distributed a lot of information regarding low-interest loans and HUD Guidelines that homeowners may use to improve their properties.  These loans may include standard home improvement, lead hazard reduction and sewer tie-ins, and their availability is determined by household income.  For example, a one person household cannot exceed $41,000, a two person household, $46,850, etc.  Mary Johnston has handouts available for these grants, as well as more detailed handouts for the Warwick Lead Hazard Reduction Program.

Items discussed:

1. We agreed that we will select officers at the next meeting (president, vice president, treasurer, secretary).  We will also need to determine board members in the near future, and Alex Gray informed us that we need a minimum of 5 trustees.

2. We will hold meetings on the 4th Monday of every month.  We have since been able to secure that time slot at the Robert T. Johnson VFW #183 at 176 Washington Street.  Next meeting - Monday, April 24.
3. We need to create an agenda to adopt by-laws for our organization. It has been suggested that we model our by-laws on those used by the Conimicut Association.  We also need to establish non-profit status and open a bank account for our association.

4. We need to establish the number of members that would constitute a quorum when voting upon any Association matters.

5. Several members of another evolving Lakewood Association came to this meeting and we are discussing merging both organizations into one. They have invited us to attend their next meeting at Rhodes Elementary School Auditorium on March 28th @ 7:00 p.m.  We urge all who can to attend this meeting to further investigate the advantages of becoming one group.
